SSH on a Mac 10.5 or later using Cyberduck

1. Go to http://www.cs.sunysb.edu/~cse102/ and download "Getting started with setup your sparky web space"

2. Follow instructions on first two pages (gone over in class)

3. Next go to http://cyberduck.ch/
4. Download Cyberduck (on the right hand side of the Webpage, click on 

cyberduck-3.4.1.zip )

5. Once it has finished downloading, find Cyberduck and move it into your application folder
6. Next open Cyberduck and the "Getting started with setup your sparky web space" document

7. Click on Open Connection (left hand side of Cyberduck application)

8. Fill in the information using the information in the image or below  
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A. Change top drop down bar to "SFTP (SSH File Transfer Protocol)"

B. Fill in Sever name as "sparky.ic.sunysb.edu"

C. Make sure port is set to "22"
D. Fill in your NetID for Username: 
E. Fill in you NetID password under Password
F. Check add to keychain to have computer remember your password. 
9. Click connect
10. You will get a message saying "Unknown host key for sparky.ic.sunysb.edu" click “allow”. 

11. Now you should see your two folders "mail" and "www" like -

To save this connection go to "Bookmarks" on the top of your window and click, choose "New Bookmark". Then a window will pop up, exit the window and you should see the bookmark saved. Next time you start Cyberduck you can use the bookmark to connect.
